The Rocky Mountain Section (RMS) has continued working towards reviving the section to a functional part of the American Scientific Glassblowers Society (ASGS). Following the September revival meeting that was held in conjunction with the Rocky Mountain Flame-off at Glass Class Denver, our section has made progress in resolving our bank account issues. Thanks to the work put in by RMS Treasurer Ron Bihler for resolving this problem as it was a crucial step towards our regrowth.
By reestablishing the account, we will now be able to continue pursuing the T-shirt sponsorship campaign to fund the T-shirt that will be included with RMS dues as well as regain operating capital for the group following a long period of inactivity. Additionally, the RMS will now be able to collect dues electronically. This will help significantly in the growth of our section as people move away from traditional payment methods like checks, cash and now even physical cards.
Going into the new year, the section is looking to have a presence at the Glass Craft and Bead Expo April 15th-19th in Las Vegas, NV, the most westerly state of the RMS. Depending on financials, the RMS may have a table at the event to help bring awareness to our section and ASGS. A few members have agreed to do a demonstration during the expo in hopes that this will help generate interest in ASGS as well.
To conclude this report here are some words from Garret Oaks, RMS Director: 
	“While I am rather new to ASGS comparatively, I have spent most of my life trying to understand the world of glass. Over the past few months since our September meeting, I have had the chance to interact with a wider variety of people in the glass industry than I have in all previous years of my life combined. The repeating point that all these interactions shared, regardless of what facet of glass, was that it is hard to make it as a glassworker in the world today. As the RMS moves forward, I know that we will make it through any situation we face because of the qualities I see in our section’s officers and members throughout ASGS.”
 I would like to end with the following quote by Viktor E. Frankl found in his book, Man's Search for Meaning.
“Don't aim at success. The more you aim at it and make it a target, the more you are going to miss it. For success, like happiness, cannot be pursued; it must ensue, and it only does so as the unintended side effect of one's personal dedication to a cause greater than oneself… listen to what your conscience commands you to do and go on to carry it out to the best of your knowledge.
